What is the Grandparent Scam?  

-It begins with an urgent phone call 

to an unsuspecting senior citizen. 

The caller may claim to be the 

victim’s grandchild, or claim to be a 

police officer. They may say 

something like: “Your grandchild is 

hurt, in jail, or otherwise in trouble, 

and needs money immediately. 

Please don’t tell any family 

members. Please send funds through 

a money order or other wire 

service.” Later, the victim discovers 

that their grandchild was never in 

trouble. Instead, their money has 

been wired to a thief and may never 

be seen again.  

 
What else should I know about 

this? 

-Some scammers will mention 

specific details- like the names of 

the grandchild’s actual relatives or 

friends- to make their story more 

believable.  

-The scammer may try to prevent 

you from checking out their story. 

They might insist, “Don’t tell Mom,” 

or, “You must act immediately.” 

 
How can I protect myself? 

- Being aware that this scam exists 

is the most effective defense. 

-If you receive an emergency call 

asking for money, always check 

with a family member to find out 

whether your loved one really 

needs help. 

-Take the time now to talk with 

family and friends about this. 

Consider creating a code word or 

phrase- one only family would 

know- to be sure you know who is 

calling.  

-Educate your friends and family so 

they can better protect themselves. 

 
What if this happens to me?  

- Report it immediately.
